Candidate evidence

SCENARIO 1: Society

You spent two weeks in Pakistan with your cousin. She showed you around and
told you about her lifestyle in Faisalabad. On your return, you decide to write an
article for your school website in Urdu.

You must include the following information and you should try to add other
relevant details:

» what was your travel to Pakistan like and why did you go there
* where you stayed

* what was the local area was like

* activities you liked/disliked during your stay

» what you thought about your cousin’s lifestyle

» whether or not you would like to visit her again in the future.
You should write approximately 150 —180 words.

OR
SCENARIO 2: Culture

You recently celebrated a festival in Pakistan. On your return, you have been
asked to write an account in Urdu for your school/college magazine.

You must include the following information and you should try to add other
relevant details:

* what your journey to Pakistan was like and how long you stayed

» what you thought about the local area where you stayed

» what preparations you made to celebrate the festival

» what you liked about the festival

* in what ways this experience was different to celebrations in Scotland
» whether you would recommend this type of experience.

You should write approximately 150 —180 words.
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Commentary on candidate
evidence

The candidate evidence has achieved the following marks for Higher Urdu
directed writing (component 2, question paper 1).

Candidate 1

The candidate chose scenario 1
The candidate was awarded 8 marks.

Content

Although the writing has some structure and all four bullet points are
addressed, the content is relatively limited. The candidate expresses a few
ideas and opinions , however there is a limited use of vocabulary. There
are some reasons provided but, the opinions are not really expanded
upon.

Accuracy

After the first part of the first bullet point, the accuracy of the language
declines. Control of the past tense becomes less evident with a similar
sentence being repeated. - &) & -. There are many Urdu spelling
errors, . and at times the handwriting cannot be read. There are a few
grammar mistakes, for example, -l w5 -- and verbs are used
incorrectly-Ju & i =4 55, s --. There are some serious errors in gender
and several missing accents, for example,- &« ->keS 2! --. More verbs
are incorrect than correct and the remainder of the range of structures and
variety of vocabulary is limited.

Language resource

The candidate uses language which is largely repetitive. The candidate
relies on listing some nouns and some of the sentences are brief: (liSh
L& Leal i DS Ju & 5l E€ S e Ll &y S =iaOverall, there is limited use of
detailed and complex language.
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Candidate 2

The candidate chose scenario 2
The candidate was awarded 12 marks.

Content

The candidate covers the scenario adequately with all the bullet points
addressed. The third bullet coverage is very sparse with one sentence in
the present tense. No additional relevant information is provided but ideas
and opinions are expressed clearly.

Accuracy

Overall, there is more correct than incorrect. While the verbs used are
generally secure with the correct ending. At times the candidate does not
leave a space between words used, for example,--- Slab g sy 0 e
~ux --. There are a few spelling errors, for example - LSk .obs . laid
S0 GlS e (Soa ete and some verbs are used incorrectly, for

Language resource

There are some examples of detailed and complex language such as, —kl

The candidate chose scenario 2
The candidate was awarded 16 marks.

Content

This is a clear piece of writing and the candidate addresses all the bullet
points in a relatively balanced way. The language flows quite well and the
sentences follow on from each other giving the writing a sense of
structure.

Accuracy

The language in this piece is mostly accurate and a range of verbs is used
accurately in the perfect tense: - (e 20 ds b 8 S S 2% &S igh
Tenses are generally consistent although the candidate has made some
spelling errors, for example, &S )l (450 (pallé .

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Candidate 4

The candidate chose scenario 1
The candidate was awarded 12 marks.

Content

The candidate covers the scenario adequately with five bullet points
addressed. The third bullet coverage is very thin with one sentence about
where they stayed. No additional relevant information is provided but ideas
and opinions are expressed clearly.

Accuracy
Overall, there is more correct than incorrect in this piece and the verbs are
generally secure with the correct endings, however the candidate is

The candidate has also included some additional relevant information,

which adds to the overall impression of a well-structured and organised
piece.

Accuracy

Overall, the language is very accurate. There are only a very few errors
which do not detract from the overall impression, for example, s Jbss -

the perfect, imperfect, and present tenses are all used accurately with
correct agreements of past participles on almost every occasion.

Language resource

The language used is detailed and complex throughout with a wide range
of expressions, for example, — - Uy ¢S s 638 M eaS s Usda gl
A GlleeaS S b S U LaBle Y5 sl en) U aas o B s Jin HS )
oA st S Wi .y 5w — which add to the impression of a confident
and fluent piece of writing.
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Candidate 6

The candidate chose scenario 2
The candidate was awarded 20 marks.

Content

This is very competent piece of writing and although not all the bullet
points are covered evenly, they are all addressed. The candidate provides
some additional information and the account is structured for the language
to flow well.

Accuracy
There is very good accuracy overall. The verb endings, gender and
spelling are accurate as are most of the adjectival agreements (except

My Qe dia S e Slsn).

There are a couple of spelling errors , for example, 18 g o5ty - S 5
-8 %<, - ..but this does not detract from the overall impression. The first
person plural of verbs is used accurately as is the second person singular
and third person singular and plural. Tenses are also used accurately.
